Conditions and Criteria used in selecting Anti Litter & Anti-Graffiti Awareness Community Initiatives
1. Projects/activities should seek to promote greater public awareness and education in relation to litter &/or graffiti and should, as far as possible, have a particular focus on involving schools, youth groups, environmental groups, voluntary groups’ tidy town groups, development association groups in anti-litter &/or graffiti  action/activities.
2. Grants should be used, where possible, to leverage local business co-funding of anti-litter education/awareness measures.
3. The maximum grant available in any individual case may be up to 70% of the overall cost of the project, with the balance being met by way of local contribution.
4. Where a local authority is not directly involved in a project, it must be fully satisfied that the project will be satisfactorily implemented.
5. Projects should be to a high standard and should aim at establishing or replicating best practice in relation to litter education/awareness measures.

6. Projects in receipt of monies under the Local Agenda 21 Environment Partnership Fund are excluded for grant purposes.
7. Projects in receipt of monies relating to community clean ups cannot seek assistance from the Council during the National Spring Clean 2015.
Eligible Applicants


Youth groups, environmental groups, voluntary groups, tidy town groups, development associations & resident groups from the city and county of Kilkenny.





Eligible Projects


Projects or community activities eligible are those that promote anti litter and anti-graffiti behaviours such as clean ups and community art workshops to combat graffiti.





Purchasing of paint, planting of wall creepers to prevent or remove graffiti in public areas is eligible under this grant scheme.  Litter picking supplies, such as bags, gloves, hi-vis vests and disposal costs of rubbish collected from community clean ups are also eligible under this grant scheme.  





The grant will cover 70% of the total cost of the proposed project





Projects Not Eligible


This grant is not for structural items such as street furniture (including litter bins), signs and CCTV cameras.  This grant does not cover the disposal costs of bulky goods collections from residential areas or the disposal costs of green waste (grass sod, grass clippings and landscaping materials)
