a) N24 Mooncoin Pavement Rehabilitation and Traffic Management Scheme 2km 

Following consultation with Transport Infrastructure Ireland a pavement rehabilitation project on the N24 through Mooncoin village, was upgraded to a Minor Works Project enabling road restructuring, footpath reconstruction, enhanced traffic management, parking and public realm provisions to a value of €2.5 million. The works contract for this project was awarded on the 23rd March 2015. During the course of the works, unforeseen poor ground conditions were encountered with respect to the pavement sub-grade. This issue necessitated a deeper dig throughout the pavement reconstruction process. The funding required to undertake this substantial additional work was secured in October 2015 by the Local Authority from Transport Infrastructure Ireland. The completion of the final surface wearing course through the village in late October saw the substantial completion of this project. It was noted, that despite encountering unforeseen ground conditions which necessitated a deeper pavement excavation and reconstruction depth, the scheme was completed in line with the original programme. The traffic calming element of this scheme has proven very effective and made for a safer environment particularly at the schools. Before and after speed survey results showed a 16% reduction in the recorded 85th percentile speed, which was significant and demonstrated that the engineering measures introduced as part of the scheme are working.
